MEINERTZHAGENI was G3 placed in the Las Flores at Santa Anita, missing out 
by just ¾ of a length (Replay) over 6 ½ furlongs. 

MEINERTZHAGENI recorded victories at the three main Southern California 
tracks, with wins at two at both Del Mar and Hollywood Park and an open 
allowance win over the dirt at Santa Anita Park where she earned an 87 Beyer 
Speed Figure. Her top figure of 91 was earned in an open allowance victory at 
Del Mar, beating SW SWEET MARINI.

She is in-foal to 
leading freshman sire, 
CONSTITUTION, whose 
runners have been 
active on both coasts 
and both surfaces, 
including impressive G2W  
AMALFI SUNRISE and 
G3W BY YOUR SIDE. 
He matched his own 
sire, TAPIT, with two 
graded stakes winners 
in his first crop, and 
he is poised to blow past that number as the year goes on. He has 
been represented by two TDN ‘Rising Stars’ thus far, with one coming 
at Belmont Park and the other coming at Santa Anita. 

CONSTITUTION has been near the head of his class since he went to 
stud, becoming the leading freshman covering sire in 2016, with 
his in-foal mares averaging $508,142. His first crop yearlings sold 
up to $400,000 and this year, his first crop of 2-year-old’s sold for 
up to $600,000.
