he highest-earning U.S.-bred distaffer 

of all time, Midnight Bisou is an Eclipse 

Award-winning champion who has 

compiled a remarkable body of work.

A stakes performer at two, three, four and five, 

and from seven to ten furlongs, Midnight Bisou 

has made 22 starts, 20 of them in consecutive 

Graded stakes events, 12 of those Grade 1, and 

at ten different racetracks. She has finished first 

or second in 19 of those contests, and third in the 

other three. 

The only horses to win a race against Midnight 

Bisou are Eclipse Award-winning champion 

colt Maximum Security; Eclipse Award-

winning champion Monomoy Girl; Breeders’ 

Cup Distaff (G1) victress Blue Prize; stellar 

sprint specialist Dream Tree – who beat her a 

nose twice in races at six and seven furlongs 

at two; and Grade 1 winners Eskimo Kisses 

and Vexatious. In return Midnight Bisou is the 

only horse to win a race against Monomoy Girl 

in that superb mare’s last ten starts, and she 

soundly defeated Eskimo Kisses in their only 

subsequent meeting.

All 13 of Midnight Bisou’s victories have been 

achieved in Graded stakes competition, five 

of them in Grade 1 contests. Among those 

wins are the Cotillion Stakes (G1) in which she 

accounted for Monomoy Girl, Champion and 

classic winner Wonder Gadot, and Grade 1 

winner Separationofpowers; the Santa Anita 

Oaks (G1) where she tallied by 3½ lengths; 

the Apple Blossom Handicap (G1), where her 

beaten rivals included Wonder Gadot and 

multiple Grade 1 winner Elate;  the Personal 

Ensign Stakes (G1) over Elate, Champion Wow 

Cat, and multiple Grade 1 winner She’s a Julie; 

and the Ogden Phipps Stakes (G1) where she 

had 3½ lengths to spare over the runner-up, 

Grade 1 winner Come Dancing. 
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Midnight Bisou also captured a further eight 

Graded stakes events, including an 8¼ length 

triumph in the Fleur de Lis Handicap (G2); the 

Mother Goose Stakes (G2), where she had six 

lengths to spare; the Santa Ynez Stakes (G2), 

which fell to her by 4½ lengths; and the 

Beldame Stakes (G2), where she was 3¼ 

lengths to the good of Champion Wow Cat.

Midnight Bisou has also taken second in 

five black-type events. They are headed by 

the Saudi Cup, where she fully extended the 

previous year’s Champion Three-Year-Old Colt 

Maximum Security, missing by a narrowing ¾ 

length while defeating a field of international 

standouts including Benbatl, a Group and 

Grade 1 winner in three different countries; four-

time Grade 1 winner McKinzie; Pegasus World 

Cup (G1) victor Mucho Gusto; multiple Grade 

1 winner Gold Dream; Grade/Group 1 winners 

Chrysoberyl and Magic Wand; and Graded 

winner Tacitus. In addition, Midnight Bisou 

has also taken second in the Personal Ensign 

Stakes (G1), Coaching Club American Oaks (G1) 

and Breeders’ Cup Distaff (G1), and third in the 

Kentucky Oaks (G1), Alabama Stakes (G1) and 

Breeders’ Cup Distaff (G1). 

Midnight Lute, the sire of Midnight Bisou, 

was a sensational champion speedster who 

won back-to-back editions of the Breeders’ 

Cup Sprint (G1). In addition to Midnight Bisou, 

he is also sire of Champion Midnight Miley, 

2020 Grade 1 scorer Keeper ofthe Stars, as well 

as other Grade 1 winners Midnight Lucky and 

Shakin it Up, and classic winner Midnight Aria.

Midnight Lute’s dam, Diva Delite, like her 

celebrated daughter had the talent to run up a 

significant sequence of victories, winning five 

races, including the Gasparilla Stakes, Suncoast 

Stakes and Florida Oaks (G3), taking third in the 

Beaumont Stakes (G2). Diva Delite is also dam of 

Stage Left, a four-length winner of a Keeneland 

maiden special weight, and third in the Sapling 

Stakes. She also has a yearling colt by Pioneerof 

the Nile – from the same sire line as Midnight 

Bisou – a weanling colt by Justify, and is bred to 

Medaglia d’Oro. 

Diva Delite is out of the multiple stakes placed 

Tour Hostess, a half-sister to multiple stakes 

winner, Bay Street Gal. Her granddam, Counsel’s 

Gal, is half-sister to stakes winner Runaway Fair 

Lady. Diva Delite’s third dam, T. N. T. Gal, is out of 

Cargreen, the ancestress of 29 stakes winners, 

also including Champion Two-Year-Old Filly 

and Breeders’ Cup Juvenile Fillies (G1) victress 

Sweet Catomine, other Grade 1 winners Life is 

Sweet, Pirate’s Revenge and Matter of Time, and 

2020 Graded winner Modernist.
