ANALYSIS

At Thing of Beauty broke 
her maiden while showing 
speed for the first time after 
stretching out to 1 1/8 miles 
at Keeneland last out. By the 
outstanding broodmare 
sire Bernardini, A Thing of 
Beauty of out of a half-sister 
to G1 Breeders’ Cup Distaff 
winner Stopchargingmaria 
and she represents a great 
opportunity to race a quality 
filly who already has built in 
residual value.

A Thing of Beauty debuted at Gulfstream Park at the end of 2020, coming on late to finish 4th, 
beaten just 2 ½ lengths by the stakes placed Candace O. In her second start, she showed a good 
late kick again, this time finishing 4th, beaten just a length. She showed a new dimension in 
breaking her maiden at Keeneland last time out where she set the pace for the first time 
while stretching out to 1 1/8 miles  (Race Replay ). After setting a sensible enough pace over 
the “Good” rated going, A Thing of Beauty held of Elle Est Forte in the end to win by a head. That 
rival had previously finished 3rd beaten a neck in a difficult Gulfstream Park maiden event.

By top broodmare sire Bernardini, A Thing of Beauty is out of the nine-year-old More Than 
Ready mare Steely Magnolia, herself a half-sister to the G1 Breeders’ Cup Distaff winner 
Stopchargingmaria. Steely Magnolia is also the dam of Malibu Jack, a $275,000 two-year-
old in training purchase and she is due to produce a foal by Kantharos this spring.

A Thing of Beauty showed the ability to run over a distance of ground in her maiden win, 
something that opens her up to several different avenues going forward.

To date, Stopchargingmaria is the dam 
of four foals, including Stillchargingmaria 
(Pioneerof the Nile), who sold for $1.9 
million as a weanling in 2018 as well as 
Fifty Chevy, a two-year-old colt by Tapit 
who sold for $825,000 as a yearling last 
year. She also has a current yearling colt 
by Tapit as well as a 2021 filly by Quality 
Road. Steely Magnolia’s other producing 
sister, Passion Flower, produced her first 
foal this year, a filly by Speightstown. 

Bernardini has been a revelation as a broodmare sire, with his daughters producing 
several top flight horses over the last few years, including G1 winners Colonel Liam, 
Serengeti Empress, Maxfield, Catholic Boy, Dunbar Road, Paris Lights, Wicked Whisper as 
well as G1 Kentucky Oaks contender Soothsay.
