EMBOITE was away slowly and taken up in the 
early stages of his debut, but was still able to 
make up considerable ground in the stretch 
(RACE REPLAY). He was a $200,000 yearling 
purchase by CHC, Inc. who are looking for 
stallion prospects. As a son of No Nay 
Never, EMBOITE has much promise as a 
sprinter however, also has a strong stamina 
influence on the female side of his pedigree. He 
is a half-sibling to 2 Graded Stakes winners 
including G2W Raymond Tusk and G2W 
Striking Dancer. 

Heavily backed on debut, EMBOITE jumped slow, took back early, and was still able to make up 
ground in the late stages. It was a visually impressive effort given the circumstances and looking 
at his pedigree he shouldn't have much problem if stepped up to 8f.  He is back on the work-tab 

recently with two 4 furlong works at Belmont Park.
