ANALYSIS

BADGERVILLE is a lightly-raced 3yo, New York 
bred colt. He is now 2-for-2 and was last seen 
winning over 6f on 3/13/22 at AQU against 
open company. He debuted against fellow New 
York-breds and turned in a tenacious effort 
despite being wide around the turn and 
prevailed in the stretch under steady urging. 
Next out, he overcame a troubled trip after 
being bumped at the start and gamely split 
horses in the lane to win by a 1/2-length. 
Having started for a tag this year, he is eligible 
for starter allowances in addition to New 
York-bred restricted allowances. His current 
Beyer figures also make him competitive at the 
N1X level outside of the NYRA circuit.

BADGERVILLE is currently undefeated, going 2-for-2 on the NYRA circuit this year. He was last 
seen winning on 3/13/22 and is back on the worktab since (Click to view race replay). After 
posting 2 workouts on the Belmont training track since his last start, he relocated to Silver 
Springs training center in Lexington to remain in training up until the sale. 

In the current Belmont book, BADGERVILLE is eligible for a New York-bred restricted allowance 
on 5/12/22 which runs for an $80,000 purse.

With no improvement on the Beyer scale, BADGERVILLE could also be competitive at the N1X 
level for straight three year olds off the NYRA circuit. His last out 67 Beyer is equivalent to the 
68 Beyer needed to win the 1-turn Alw-N1X for 3-year-olds at Indiana Grand at in the first 
book of the meet.
