September of 2019 through June 2022. In 
these 29 starts, she hit the board in 14 of 

those efforts.

PEDIGREE

DANCING KIKI is out of the Stakes winning 
mare JUSTENUFAPPEAL who is a half-sister 
to the SW and G1 Pennsylvania Derby 3rd-

place finisher KELLY LEAK as well as the 
G3W DR. PARK. DANCING KIKI is the most 

accomplished foal out of her Stakes winning 
dam who has produced 4 winners from 5 

foals to race.  

DANCING KIKI is by BLAME and while he doesn't have many runners as a broodmare-sire 
yet, his daughters have already proven to be successful producers. For example, Blame's 

daughter Quaver is the dam of MGSW and Kentucky Oaks participant KATHLEEN O.

BLAME's daughters have also shown 
their ability to throw some 

precocity and speed, showcased by 
the fact that his daughter QUEEN 

CAROLINE produced the 2-year-old 
debut winner and TDN "Rising 
Star" FORTE, who romped by 7-

lengths in his debut at Belmont Park 
this year.
