PRECOCIOUS 2-YEAR-OLD: BERGEN was a $375,000 2-year-old in training purchase from
the OBS April sale and backed up his purchase price with a gritty debut win during
Keeneland’s fall meet. He defeated a full field of twelve 2-year-olds that included future
Stakes Winner CAMARO Z.

SALTY COMPANY: In his first start against winners, BERGEN parlayed a bad trip into a
great 2  place finish, just missing to 3xSW/G3P WHO DEY, while defeating several Stakes
performers including 2024 KENTUCKY DERBY WINNER MYSTIK DAN who finished 6+
lengths behind Bergen that day. He also defeated SW/G3P INFORMED PATRIOT, G2P
MARKET STREET, G3P THE PROCESS and SP VITEMENT.
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STAKES WINNER: Next out, BERGEN took his show on the road to New York and went on
to take the Jimmy Winkfield Stakes by 5+ lengths, earning an 87 Beyer and 12 Ragozin.

4-YEAR-OLD SEASON: BERGEN began his
year with another tough trip, finishing 4  in
a Laurel-N2X behind Graded Stakes
performers TENEBRIS and RADICAL RIGHT.
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Last time out, BERGEN fell to his knees
(pictured right) at the start, costing him all
chance to win. he still turned in a credible
3  place finish where he earned a 12
Ragozin figure. 
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BERGEN stumbled badly at the start last time out. 

RAGOZIN

On the heels of a 12 RAGOZIN last out
after falling to his knees at the break,
BERGEN can be competitive at the Alw-
N2X level. He is also now STARTER
ELIGIBLE. Knowing this, there are many
options for him moving forward and he
looks to be rounding back into form.

He is also DEL MAR SHIP & WIN ELIGIBLE,
which awards the owner a $5,000 bonus
when the horse first runs on dirt, and the
owner is eligible for a 50% purse bonus on
ALL starts the horse makes on dirt this
summer at Del Mar.
